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The Canadian Association of Petroleum Land Administration (CAPLA) through its voluntary Certification Program, has made certification available to all active CAPLA Members.

Certification acknowledges the CAPLA member designated as one who has successfully completed any one or more of the three Certification Exams.  The certified designations include the following:  

Certified Petroleum Mineral Administrator (CPMA) (available now)

Certified Petroleum Surface Administrator (CPSA) (estimated 2010)

Certified Petroleum Land Contract Administrator (CPLCA) (available now)

REQUIREMENTS FOR CERTIFICATION

Eligibility

To be eligible for certification, one must have a minimum of five (5) years Land Experience and be an active member of CAPLA.  CAPLA members (not currently certified) who hold a CAPLA Officer/Director position or a volunteer position on the Certification Committee, are not eligible to write the exam for a period of two (2) years following completion of their term on the Board or Committee.

Land Experience Definition

Land Experience is defined as the performance of practical “hands-on” working processes within the Land Contract, Mineral and/or Surface disciplines with a focus on Western Canadian operations.

Testing

The applicant’s technical competence will be tested by a written examination administered by the Southern Alberta Institute of Technology (SAIT).  To obtain certification, a passing score is required in all sections of the specific exam.

A Certification Exam will be offered four times during a calendar year at SAIT, two in the Spring which are scheduled six weeks apart, and two in the Fall which are scheduled six weeks apart.  The applicant will have the lesser of twenty‑four months or 3 re-write opportunities following the first examination date to complete the exam successfully.  Each re-write offers the opportunity to pass failed sections and/or improve on all sections.  For all exams, a passing grade requires a minimum 70% on Section "A" and a minimum 80% on all other sections with an overall mark of 80%.  If the applicant has not passed all sections within the re-write period, they will be required to make a "fresh new start" on all four sections and the clock will commence once again.  CAPLA reserves the right to cancel or postpone an announced Certification Exam at its discretion.
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Professional Integrity

The applicant’s signature on the Oath of Certification warrants personal acknowledgement and acceptance of the conditions of the Certification Program and constitutes an affidavit as to the accuracy of all statements submitted in the application.

Fees

Certification Program Application Fee
$50.00 + $2.50 (GST) = $52.50 (payable by cheque to CAPLA)

Certification Program Examination Fee
The fees currently payable to SAIT for writing the certification exams are $100.00 (+ GST) for a 12-month period.  This provides the applicant an opportunity for a maximum of one exam and three re‑writes within that 12-month period.  If the applicant extends the re-write period to the full 24-month period, an additional $100.00 will be payable.

Approval/Denial of Application

Each applicant will receive written notification of the approval or denial of their application by the Certification Committee.  Should the Committee deny application, the applicant will have forty-five (45) days from delivery of said notice to appeal to CAPLA’s Board of Directors. 

Service of Notice

Any notification to the applicant shall be deemed to be served properly if served in any of the following manners:

1. Personally, by delivering the notification to the party on whom it is to be served at that party’s Address for Service as stated in their Application Form.
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2. By mailing it to the party on whom it is to be served at that party’s Address for Service as stated in their Application Form.

Confidentiality

All details and information pertaining to a certification application will be used for administration purposes only and will remain confidential.  In the application form, however, upon successfully passing the exam, the applicant authorizes SAIT to disclose their name to the Chairperson of the CAPLA Certification Committee for the purpose of preparing a CAPLA Certification Certificate as well as publicly announcing the applicant's name to the CAPLA membership.

Publication

Upon successful completion of the examination, each applicant’s name and certified designation will be published in the NEXUS.

Confirmation of Certification

The effective date of certification will be the date indicated on the Certificate issued to the successful candidate.
